Proposal: Decommissioning OCS Orphaned Energy Facilities in the Gulf of Mexico 

The U.S. Department of the Interior (DOI), through the Bureau of Safety and Environmental Enforcement 
(BSEE), is requesting $30,453,415, in Council-Selected Restoration Component funding for the proposed 
Decommissioning OCS Orphaned Energy Facilities in the Gulf of Mexico project. This would include 
implementation funds as an FPL Category 2 priority for potential funding. Requested funds represent 
the total project cost of $45,230,415 minus the $14,777,000 of leveraged funding from the DOI. The 
project will support the primary RESTORE Comprehensive Plan goal to restore and conserve habitat 
through activities to decommission orphaned facilities offshore in the Matagorda Island, High Island, 
West Delta, and South Timbalier areas of the Gulf of Mexico.  
 
This large-scale project is projected to substantially contribute to protecting the natural resources, 
ecosystems, fisheries, marine and wildlife habitats, beaches, and coastal wetlands of the Gulf Coast. This 
project would result in the decommissioning of offshore orphaned oil and gas facilities that are unsafe, 
unusable, and pose public safety issues. This project would eliminate safety and environmental hazards 
and improve recreational benefits throughout a large geographic region of the Gulf of Mexico and 
coastal waters. Project duration is 2 years.
